APOSTOLOV TODOROV KONSTANTIN  
(1933–2008) 

 
 

 
 

Apostolov Konstantin (Ko~ani, Makedonija 17. IV 1933 ‡ 16. 
VIII 2008, London, Anglija) mikrobiolog, virusolog и akademik. Medi-
cinski fakultet (MF) zavr{il vo Skopje (1957). Vo Birmingem (Ang-
lija) se usovr{uval vo dijagnosti~kata virusologija (1959‡1960). Vo 
Skopje polagal specijalisti~ki ispit po mikrobiologija i rabotel 
na Medicinskiot fakultet do 1963 godina. Ja osnoval Virusolo{kata 
laboratorija pri RZZZ. Po 1963 godina, svojata kariera ja prodol-
`uva vo Anglija, prvin vo Regionalnata virusna laboratorija vo bol-
nicata Birmingham, kade {to i specijaliziral elektronska mikrosko-
pija. Potoa raboti vo Wellcome Research Laboratories na antivirusni 
drogi i morfologija na virusi, a potoa do svoeto penzionirawe kako 
Senior Lecturer i Consultant vo Hammersmith Hospital, Royal Postgraduate 
Medical School, London. Izbran e i nazna~en za redoven profesor po 
mikrobiologija so parazitologija na MF vo Skopje (1983). Za ~len 
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na MANU nadvor od rabotniot sostav e izbran na 21. IV 1994 godina. 
Osnova~ i pretsedatel e na Makedonsko-angliskoto dru{tvo za pri-
jatelstvo vo London i ~len na Upravniot odbor za dodeluvawe na 
angliski stipendii za na{i postdiplomci. Ima publikuvano poveke 
od 70 nau~ni trudovi vo stranski spisanija. 
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Apostolov Konstantin (Kocani, 17. IV 1933 – London, U.K., 16. VIII 

2008) – microbiologist, virusologist, Academician. He completed Medical 
Faculty in Skopje (1957). He specialized in diagnostic virusology in Birming-
ham, England (1959–1960). He passed the specialist examination in microbio-
logy and worked at the Medical Faculty until 1963. He founded the Virusology 
laboratory within the State Institution for Health Protection. After 1963 he 
continues his career in England, first at the Regional Viral Laboratory in the 
Birmingham Hospital, where he specialized in electronic microscopy. After-
wards he works in the Wellcome Research Laboratories on antiviral drugs and 
viral morphology, and then, until his retirement, he worked as a Senior Lecturer 
and Consultant at the Hammersmith Hospital, Royal Postgraduate Medical 
School. He was elected and appointed a Regular Professor of Microbiology 
with Parasitology at the Medical Faculty in Skopje (1983). He was elected a 
foreign member of the Macedonian Academy of Sciences and Arts on 21. IV 
1994. He is the founder and President of the Macedonian English Friendship 
Society in London and he was a member of the Management Board for granting 
English stipendiums to postgraduate student from the Republic of Macedonia. 
He has published over 70 scientific papers in journals.       
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
